Board Trustees Meeting Minutes

March 30, 2014
1. Call to Order:

Greg Wolnomiejski called to order the Board Only Meeting of the Biarritz Condominium Association at 10:10am on Sunday, March 30, 2014.  The meeting was held in Unit 3F at 37 S. Iowa Avenue in Atlantic City, New Jersey.

2. Roll Call:

3. Issues Reviewed and Discussed:
A. Comcast
Hawkeye called Comcast once; there is a cable box that needs a cover in the center alley in the rear of the building.  Hawkeye will call Comcast again.
B. Car Hit Telephone Pole
A car hit the telephone pole on March 28, 2014 at 4:00am.  It knocked out electricity to the whole building.  On Friday, the 28th, around 6:30 in the evening, Hawkeye contacted Atlantic Power & Equipment to rent a generator for the weekend.  Tom Jackson helped set up the generator to power the building.  A $2,000 deposit was given upon delivery.  Estimated total cost is unknown, it depends how quickly service is restored, how much fuel is needed to run the generator, etc.
Hawkeye is to contact Atlantic City Police Department on Monday, March 31 to obtain a copy of the police report.  Hopefully, the driver’s insurance company is listed on the report.  Sam Krantz stated he would contact the insurance company and ask for an advance check due to the money Biarritz had to put out for the generator and repairs to the building’s wiring.  Hawkeye spoke with Tony DelVecchia, 609-645-4897; he is Atlantic City Electric’s supervisor. He has information on the accident.  Eileen gave his name and number to Sam Krantz.
C. Foreclosures
Steve recommended to foreclosure on those units that were deeply in arrears.  He said he had a website whereby this can be done in 60 days.  Steve was going to forward the website to Sam Krantz who was going to look into this.  Sam strongly suggests that putting judgments against owners is quicker and cheaper.
Sam Krantz made a suggestion to look up the tax records online to find out the current owner of the property.

D. Emergency Assessment
There have been many emergency repairs recently that have depleted the bank account.  The Board has unanimously agreed that an emergency assessment is needed. There were emergency plumbing repairs ($20,000) and electrical repairs ($20,000).  In addition, Biarritz had to hire an engineer and make mandatory repairs to a bulge in the building ($42,000).  These are some of the unexpected repairs that Biarritz had to pay.  Hawkeye is going to see what assessment is needed to cover the cost of necessary repairs.
E. New Jersey State Inspection
There is a NJ state reinspection on April 21, 2014 starting at 1:30pm.  All owners units and common area will be inspected.  Owners were notified once by Reliance Insurance Company and will be reminded again by Hawkeye Property Management.  The initial inspection was done in October, 2012 prior to Hawkeye managing the property.  The state has just now scheduled the reinspection and all repairs must be completed.  Hawkeye will provide the state with the name and addresses of all the owners and if there unit is not repaired, they will be fined accordingly. Hawkeye is not going to repair inside an owner’s unit, this is their responsibility.
