 Exterior Wall Work
Work has already begun to more the electrical transformer attached to the building which has been the obstacle in finishing the exterior wall repairs.  Significant cost came in moving the electrical but that work has begun and should be wrapping up shortly.

Once complete, the wall work will begin.  Communications continue with the City and as soon as the CO restriction in lifted, it will be communicated on this web-site.  Check back soon

Electrical Upgrade
